9 I can use conjunctions such as and, but, or and 

sometimes I use when, if, that, because to join clauses.  
  

10 I can use present and past tense correctly most of the 

time. 
  

11 I can use phonics to spell longer unknown words, 

segmenting spoken words into phonemes and 

representing these by graphemes. 

  

12 I can spell many common exception words (from word list).   

13 I can use apostrophes to contract some words: didn’t, 

I’m, couldn’t, can’t. 
  

14 I can form letters and digits of a correct size, orientation 

and relationship to one another.  
  

15 I can vary my use of sentence openers.
