Our Learning in Year One

Maths: This half term, your child will be exploring the topic of addition and subtraction within 20. The children will continue to
build on their previous knowledge by using a part-whole model correctly, finding and comparing number bonds and recognising
facts. These skills will enable them to add and subtract numbers later in the unit with confidence. The children will also be focusing
on place value (within 50). They will begin to compare and order objects and numbers within 50 and represent numbers up to 50
using tens and ones.

English: This half term in English we will be looking at the text, ‘The Smartest Giant in Town’. We will be learning part of the story
using Talk for Writing actions and looking at the different characters’ points of view. We will be focusing on structured sentences
and using descriptive language to up level our writing. In our non-fiction unit, we will be looking at persuasive language and
designing an advert for a piece of clothing.

Other Curriculum Areas

In Science this half term, we will be learning all about Everyday Materials. In the coming weeks, the children will be
B developing the skills of identifying, grouping, comparing and describing everyday materials and their properties. They
will investigate a range of materials first hand, working in groups to distinguish which materials are similar/different.

In Geography this half term we will be identifying features of our local area. We will be learning about the different
